The first is www.genevascouts.com. Here you 
find information about the English 
speaking Scouting programmes in the 
Geneva area. It is within this site that you 
also find our PackÕs website link . Events 
information, calendar, FAQ and our yearly 
charity project are readily available.  

www.scouttrack.com  is a Web -based service 
to which  our Pack subscribes. It helps us 
manage the many interrelated aspects of 
the PackÕs administration. To be fair, we 
donÕt use this service enough!! As with 
many things there is a learning curve and 
ScoutTrackÕs yellow and blue design is a 
bit hard on the e yes. Still, it is our hope 
that every den leader, every parent 
becomes familiar with the workings of this 
service. For the parents, it is on 
ScoutTrack that you can easily record 
your sonÕs achievements as he progresses 
through the ranks. For the den leade r, 
there are den reports tracking badges and 
pins earned, and den / pack rosters.  

Lastly, there are two sites that are 
fantastic resources  for the den leaders and 
general information for the parents:

These websites are rich in information, 
tips, forms, templates and ideas. They do a 
great job of putting a framework around 
Scouting from both an American and 
British perspective.
